Linect® – the luminaire connection system

The objective behind the development of the Linect® connection system for installing recessed luminaires was to reduce complexity. In the future, all luminaires fitted with a Linect® interface can be connected to plug-in connector systems of various manufacturers. The aim is to significantly reduce delivery periods and installation times.
With effect from spring 2010, various manufacturers in the lighting industry will offer luminaires incorporating the new Linect® connector, which will be compatible to all relevant plug-in connector systems. Luminaires fitted with a Linect® connector include a terminal block which allows conventional mains connection as well as connection using plug-in connectors.
A major benefit, especially for the installer, but also for retailers and manufacturers, is the option of reducing the connecting systems’ complexity, as luminaires showing the Linect® emblem can be connected to all Linect®-labelled connectors – independent of the manufacturer. Luminaires of this new type are marked with the Linect® brand name to identify a compatible connector and can be used by all luminaire manufacturers. The Linect® interface is protected under patent law. All component manufacturers interested in the technology can make use of the Linect® interface by concluding a corresponding licence agreement. 
Linect®-compatible components will be available from beginning of 2010 from Adels, Ensto, Tridonic Atco Connection Technology, WAGO and Wieland. At the same time luminaires incorporating Linect®-compatible connectors will be presented by Fagerhult, Glamox, Ludwig, Luxi, Regiolux, Ridi, Siteco, Thorn, Trilux and Zumtobel.
In terms of design and installation, Linect® luminaires offer the following advantages:

For designers:

• All project stages – from uniform specifications to quick installation – will be simplified. 
• The description of the building services can be made transparent for the first time by separate specifications of lighting and installation.

• Linect® luminaires can be specified independent of the manufacturer, both for conventional connection and for connection to various plug-in connector systems.

For installers, there are basically three major advantages:

• Short installation times due to plug-and-play mechanism
• Protection against wrong connection by coded Linect® plug-in connectors for different functions such as dimming, emergency lighting or 230 V mains.
• Reusability of luminaires and cable systems – hence, simple and environmentally beneficial re-use.
